The portable ultrasound machine that we
purchased thanks to your donation is already
being used by medics in a field hospital in Do-
netsk region.

Recently, volunteers from Ukraine ap-
proached our Charitable Fund with a request
to purchase generators for field hospitals.

"Generators are needed to power surgical
instruments for heart support, respiratory
support, 1V systems, ultrasound, and more.
Mobile military medical units are located on
the front line—not in the rear, where battles
take place, but on the first line, where first
aid is provided to the wounded, and every-
thing necessary is done to stabilize the soldier
before transporting them to hospitals or medi-
cal centers. These units, or field hospitals, are
situated in remote locations with harsh envi-
ronmental conditions, in waterlogged terrain,
or places with no access to any power
sources at all. There is no light there, and
light is critically necessary because soldiers
are often brought in at night when it is dark,
and without light, it is impossible to work. Es-
sentially, generators allow for providing life-
saving essential medical care, which is crucial
when lives must be saved.”

The price of a generator in Europe is
$1525. We sincerely THANK the Ukrainian
Family and Mothers in Prayer for their dona-
tion towards the purchase of three out of the
four generators we ordered. One of these
generators is already operating in a field hos-
pital in the Sumy region.

We thank everyone for their generosity
and support of the Armed Forces of Ukraine!

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The Practice of Prayer
Prayer with the Psalms

With gratitude in your hearts
sing psalms. (Col 3:16)
The practice of praying with the words of Holy
Scripture reaches back to Old Testament times. An
example of such prayer is the psalms—a model and
school of prayer. Psalms are spiritual songs. The
Old Testament prophets, kings, priests, as well as
the entire people of God prayed the psalms. Jesus
Christ prayed the psalms and was brought up on
them. He prayed with the words of the psalms
even on the cross. As we pray the psalms we be-
come aware of God’s majesty and beauty, his wis-
dom and power. At the same time we recognize
our frailty and sinfulness before him. We grow in
simplicity, humility, sincerity, trust, acceptance, and
love. A psalm implies serenity of soul; it is the au-
thor of peace, which calms bewildering and seeth-
ing thoughts. ... A psalm forms friendships, unites
those separated, conciliates those at enmity. ... A
psalm is a city of refuge from the demons; a
means of inducing help from the angels. ... It is the
elementary exposition for beginners, the improve-
ment of those advancing, the solid support of the
perfect, the voice of the Church. It brightens the
feast days; it creates a sorrow that is in accordance
with God ... A psalm is the work of angels, a heav-

enly institution, the spiritual incense.

Short Prayers

Lord, have mercy.
As the Christian abides in the presence of God,
he or she is seized with rapture and an admiration
expressed in short prayerful exclamations. Such
exclamations are the conclusions of all liturgical
prayers, when we praise God, “the Father, and the
Son, and the Holy Spirit.” The very mention of the
Persons of the Most Holy Trinity, accompanied by
the sign of the holy Cross, is an example of a short
prayer. Likewise, the sign of the Cross is one. The
invocation of each of the Divine Persons by hame—
“Lord,” “God,” “Father,” “Son of God,” "“Jesus
Christ,” “Spirit of truth”—all of these are also pray-
ers of this kind. Pronouncing in such short prayers
the names of the Divine Persons, we express our
joy or our anxiety, and we commend ourselves to
God’s protection. The invocation of God’s name is
never futile. However, we must beware never to
“take the name of the Lord our God in vain,” that
is, irreverently, or in jest, or worse, in order to
blaspheme. (Catechism of the UGCC, Christ—

our Pascha, 684-685).
