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Father Roman Bakhtalovskyy, C.Ss.R.

Father Roman Bakhtalovskyi was born on
October 21, 1897, into the large priestly family of
Father Danylo Bakhtalovskyi, which gave three
priests to the Ukrainian people.

After  graduating from the Kolomyia
Gymnasium, in 1917 he entered the Stanislaviv
Theological Seminary. There he came under the
spiritual influence of the holy priest Nicholas
Charnetskyy, the seminary’s spiritual director.

During his studies, he became
deeply interested in the life and
apostolic work of the newly arrived
Redemptorist Fathers from Belgium.
With joy, he embraced the pioneering
task of establishing their Order in the
lands of Galicia.

In 1921, Bishop  Hryhorii
Khomyshyn ordained him a priest and
blessed him for the difficult task of
the missionary service.

To deepen his spiritual education,
he spent some time in Belgium at the
monastery of Beauplateau, where he
mastered the French language and
became acquainted with the profound
Catholic traditions of the country.

After returning from Belgium, he
dedicated himself to working with youth in the
boarding school and teaching in the Redemptorist
monastery in Zboiska near Lviv. He taught
Ukrainian literature, Greek and Latin languages,
mathematics, phy5|cs astronomy, and geography.
He continued his education at Lviv University,
where he studied at the Faculty of Slavic
Languages. He combined his university studies with
pedagogical work at the school for the boys.

From overwork, he developed tuberculosis of
the lungs and found himself in a very serious
condition. His illness became a time of deep
reflection, prayer, and union with God. Through his
complete and miraculous recovery, which he
attributed to the help of the Mother of God, he
became a devoted and lifelong preacher of her
Virginity and Motherhood.

During this time, his interest in literary work
was also rekindled. His first published work is
considered to be the Akathist to Our Mother of
Perpetual Help, published with a circulation of
12,000 copies and widely popular among the
people. It is considered one of the best Akathists in
honor of the Mother of God.

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In August 1932, he conducted spiritual retreats
for the Sisters of St. Basil in Stanislaviv.

In August 1933, he left for Volhynia to serve as
secretary to Bishop Nicholas Charnetskyy.

At the invitation of the rector of the Lviv Theo-
logical Academy, Fr. Yosyf Slipyi, he led retreats
for the entire academy in 1937. That same year,
he also conducted missions in various localities of
Galicia. He gave a mission in Lviv in the Church of
St. Nicholas for the local intelligentsia.

He became a professor of Scripture in Holosko.
Under his leadership, the library of scientific and
spiritual literature flourished, serving the youth.

In 1942, he moved to Stanislaviv, where he
became the rector (Hegumen) of the Redemptorist
monastery and the General Director of the Arch-
confraternity of Our Mother of Perpetual Help.

On August 28, 1943, he conducted retreats for
young women, after which many of them joined
the monastery.

In October 1943, Bishop Hryhorii Khomyshyn,
responding to the needs of the Church under new
conditions, entrusted Father Roman with the task
of founding a contemplative female congregation.

In December 1945, Father Roman founded the
Congregation of the Sisters of the Immaculate
Heart of Mary.

After the Lviv pseudo-synod of 1946, the Re-
demptorist monastery in Stanislaviv was liquidat-
ed, and the monks scattered, each seeking refuge.
Father Roman also fell victim to the new wave of
repressions.

He traveled to Bukovyna, to Chernivtsi, where
he narrowly escaped persecution.

On September 13, 1949, he was arrested in
Chernivtsi and transferred to Stanislaviv. In 1950,
Father Bakhtalovskyy was taken to the Kyiv prison
on Kopernyka Street and later to Sosnovka in the
Irkutsk region (Siberia).

He patiently endured the hardships of camp
life. He worked as a nurse’s aide in the prison hos-
pital, chopped wood, and pulled sleds loaded with
logs. At every opportunity, he sought ways to
bring God to people living in inhumane conditions.
He conducted retreats for prisoners of various na-
tionalities and distributed Holy Communion daily.
He trained future priests for the underground
Greek Catholic Church.

In the camps, he survived a hernia operation,
which, however, brought him close to death.
